Operator’s Manual (CE)
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This machine is not suitable for minors to use or food processing.
• General:

A heat press machine is the machine that presses a transfer onto an imprintable substrate. Using high temperatures and pressures for a certain amount of time, the transfer is permanently embedded into the product. 
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Heat presses are recommended for professional and satisfying results simply because standard laminating devices and home hand irons can not get even near the temperatures required for a reliable transfer.

• Installation:

•Connect different connection plug
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There is a slot in the connector             Insert the connector in power plug        Screw the head of connector•Change different heating elements
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Loose the screws         

1.Install plate press attachment
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The end of wire towards the machine      Fix it under the handle        Push it to end,no need lock as it with magnet

2.Install cap press attachment
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Longer end of base towards machine         Place it on the machine base             Lock the screws
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   Fix the top cap heating plate               Push it to the end                 Lock the screws

Set time
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	Press OK button after setting temp,display show P-2

Note: 1.Because the materials are different,so the temp and time also required different.Clothing require temp about 180℃,Fabric clothing use with sublimation paper:30-50 sec,100% cotton clothing use with transfer paper:15-20sec.Ceramic products like tile,plate,mug temp about 180℃,time about 200S-300S.Cap temp about             180℃,time about 30S-40S.
